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A tall, broadleaf deciduous forest with an admixture of needleleaf
evergreen trees. The dominant trees include sugar maple (Acer
saccharum), yellow birch (Betula alleghaniensis), beech (Fagus
grandifolia) and hemlock (Tsuga canadensis). Other woody species
include American ash (Fraxinus americana), mountain laurel (Kalmia
latifolia), white pine (Pinus strobus) and American basswood (Tilia
americana). This Great Lakes forest ranges from New England
through northern parts of Pennsylvania to Michigan and Wisconsin.
There are also small areas in the southern Appalachian Mountains.

B Oak/Hickory/Pine Forest

A medium-tall to tall forest of broadleaf deciduous and needleleaf
evergreen trees. Hickory (Carya spp.), Virginia pine (Pinus
virginiana), pitch pine (Pinus rigida), white oak (Quercus alba), post
oak (Quercus stellata), scarlet oak (Quercus coccinea), chestnut oak
(Quercus prinus) and black oak (Quercus velutina) are common. This
southeastern forest type reaches its northern limit in Pennsylvania.

B Appalachian Oak Forest

A tall, broadleaf deciduous forest with white oak (Quercus alba) and
northern red oak (Quercus rubra) as dominant trees. Other woody

species include sugar maple (Acer saccharum), sweet birch (Betula
lenta), bitternut hickory (Carya cordiformis), beech (Fagus
grandifolia), tulip poplar (Liriodendron tulipifera), white pine (Pinus
strobus), scarlet oak (Quercus coccinea), scrub oak (Quercus
ilicifolia), chestnut oak (Quercus prinus) and black oak (Quercus
velutina). This is the common forest of the Appalachian Mountains.

[ IBeech/Maple Forest

A tall, broadleaf deciduous forest with sugar maple (Acer saccharum)
and beech (Fagus grandifolia) as the dominant trees. Other woody
species include black walnut (Juglans nigra), tulip poplar (Liriodendron
tulipifera), and American basswood (Tilia americana). This forest type
occurs from Michigan and Indiana eastward to New York.

[T Mixed Mesophytic Forest

A tall, broadleaf deciduous forest with numerous dominants—sugar
maple (Acer saccharum), sweet buckeye (Aesculus octandra), beech
(Fagus grandifolia), tulip poplar (Liriodendron tulipifera), white oak
(Quercus alba), northern red oak (Quercus rubra) and white bass-
wood (Tilia heterophylla). Numerous other varieties of trees and
shrubs are associated with this forest which reaches its best develop-
ment in Pennsylvania, West Virginia, Ohio, Kentucky and Tennessee.
