Resource Concern Definition - Excess pesticides occur if the application method type or the quantity of the residuals restrict desired use of the soil.

Resource Condition Quality Criteria - Pesticides are absent, or present at levels which do not adversely affect other resources or restrict use of the land.

Method for evaluating resource condition - Laboratory tests obtained by the client are used to determine whether excess pesticides are impairing the desired use of the land.

Conservation Practices that may be needed as part of a Conservation Management System to achieve Quality Criteria for this resource concern include those listed here.
