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Arizona Planning Guide for Natural Resource Concerns

Soil Mass Movement
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Resource Concern Definition - Soil slippage, landslides or slope failure, normally on hillsides, in deep cuts or through unstable soil on sloping land that creates a large volume of soil movement.

Resource Condition Quality Criteria - Mass movement does not exceed natural conditions and actions of the client do not contribute to the problem. 

Method for evaluating resource condition - An on-site inspection is done to determine whether mass movement is present, and whether client actions are contributing to the problem.

Conservation Practices that may be needed as part of a Conservation Management System to achieve Quality Criteria for this resource concern include those listed here.
