Surface Water Temperature
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Resource Concern Definition - Undesirable surface water temperature.

Resource Condition Quality Criteria  -  The treated area does not contribute to surface water temperature problems. 

Method for evaluating resource condition - An on-site test is done to determine if there is a water temperature problem and if the area is contributing to surface water temperature problems.  

Conservation Practices that may be needed as part of a Conservation Management System to achieve Quality Criteria for this resource concern include those listed here.
