Water Quantity

Excess Subsurface Water
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Resource Concern Definition- Subsurface water accumulates in the soil profile, which adversely affects plant growth and production operations.

Resource Condition Quality Criteria  - No restricted operational activities.  No more than 25% restriction of normal plant root development.  Where management of saturation is restricted because of policy and laws relating to wetlands, the criteria will be met if policy and laws are followed.
Method for evaluating resource condition - An on-site inspection is done to determine whether excess subsurface water is causing a reduction in soil and site productivity.  A determination will be made on management 

restrictions because of laws or policies such as those pertaining to wetlands.

Conservation Practices that may be needed as part of a Conservation Management System to achieve Quality Criteria for this resource concern include those listed here.
