Following is a list of climatic and streamflow data and products that are available for field offices to use in obtaining information for the resource setting or identified problem. The following list describes the data or products available for Field Offices to access. Not all items may be pertinent to the identified problem.  Data and products are available from NRCS SNOTEL sites, National Weather Service stations, and United States Geological Survey streamflow measurement stations. Field Offices should determine the nearest station(s) to the identified problem.
