GENERAL

Installation shall be in accordance with an approved design and plan.  Details of construction shown on the drawings but not included herein are considered as a part of this specification.  

Construction activities shall be in accordance with applicable OSHA regulations.  Construction activities shall be in accordance with applicable OSHA regulations.

SITE PREPARATION

At structure locations the banks of the gully and sharp breaks shall be sloped to no steeper than 2 horizontal to 1 vertical. 

INSTALLATION

The structure headwall shall be keyed into the banks a minimum of 2 feet and the apron bottom shall be placed a minimum of 1 foot below the channel bottom unless greater distances are shown on the drawings.  All excavated materials not used in the construction shall be disposed of above the higher water line of the channel.  The structure construction shall consist of the placement of alternate layers of brush and rock as shown on the drawings.  The top layer of the completed structure shall be rock.

Brush.  Brush shall be placed with the branches pointing in the downstream direction.

Rock.  Rock shall be angular to subangular in shape, dense and durable stone.  Unless otherwise specified on the drawings the rock shall be a minimum of 9 inches in diameter.

FINISH

Fill material shall be placed compacted to fill voids between rock and undisturbed material in bank and apron keyways.  The finished structure cross-section, grade and alignment shall be as shown on the drawings and/or staked in the field. 
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
