Section I
Maps

This section contains a list of maps that should be maintained in the field office. Smaller sized maps may be stored in this section. Large maps should be stored in map tubes or map drawers. The location of all maps utilized by the field office should be listed and its location noted.

Idaho Critical Resource Inventory (CRI)

The Idaho Critical Resource Inventory is composed of mapped data in land use, erosion and irrigation water management. The data was mapped on BLM 1:100,000 planimetric base maps. To view the data with visual mapped references, place the map over a 1:100,000 map on a light table to see roads, hydrography, etc.

Index to CRI Maps

This is an index to the 1:100,000 scale maps for Idaho. This index also contains mapping legends for each of the CRI maps. Each field office should have only those maps covering their work area. 

Idaho Department of fish and Game Regions, 1993

Includes a list of regional addresses and telephone numbers.

Idaho Hydrologic Unit Map

Includes 8 digit and 11 digit hydrologic unit codes (HUC).

Idaho Plant Hardiness Zones

This map can aid in the selection of woody species for environmental, conservation and landscape planting. The zones are designated by numerals. The smaller numbers depict the colder temperature zones with colder minimum temperatures.

Idaho Precipitation Map

This map represents contour intervals of precipitation in Idaho. At the lower end of the precipitation range, contour intervals are 5 inches; at the upper range, they are 10 inches. The map is based on topography and existing precipitation data.

Index to Idaho Precipitation Map

Index to the 1:250,000 scale map. Each office should have only those maps which cover their work area.
