This is to certify that the conservation practices listed on the EQIP Cost List for FY 2003 have been adjusted to 50% cost share amounts.  However, those conservation practices that are utilized for the storage and/or transfer of confined animal waste are eligible for 75% cost share.

 

The justification of a 75% cost share rate for those practices that are utilized for the storage and/or transfer of animal waste is based upon the following criteria:

· Environmental benefit,

· Lack of economic return to the participant,

· Reaching the EQIP goal of bringing participants in compliance with federal, state, and local rules and regulations.

Other structural practices may meet some of the criteria mentioned above, but not all three simultaneously.  Therefore, a 75% cost share rate is given to those set of conservation practices utilized for the storage and/or transfer of animal waste.

  

Limited Resource Farmers or Ranchers can receive up to 90% cost share and Beginning Farmers or Ranchers (BFRs) can receive up to 10% above the cost share rate (e.g. if standard cost share rate is 50%, then BFRs can receive 60% cost share; if the standard cost share rate is 75%, the BFRs can receive 85% cost share) for all approved practices on the EQIP Cost List. 

The cost-share rates mentioned above have been agreed upon and concurred by the State Technical Committee.
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
