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Operation and Maintenance PlAN
Waste utilization can provide economic and resource benefits if applied properly which are assets to the farm.  Proper waste utilization requires certain operational procedures to be followed and evaluated on a annual basis.

Operational procedures for proper waste utilization include:

· Wastes are to be applied only during periods of crop growth.  Refer to the special requirements section for months which waste application is not recommended.  If waste must be applied during months when not recommended, use soil test data to determine amounts and apply wastes at the minimum application rates on buffered areas identified on the plan map.

· Wastes are to be applied in a manner that will cover no more than 25 percent of the leaf surface with solids unless clean water applications are planned immediately after wastes are applied.  For pasture/hayland it is best to apply waste immediately after harvesting forage by haying or grazing.

· Apply wastes at least 25 feet from open water courses identified on the plan map.  For applications during October to May apply waste at least 50 feet from open water courses identified on the plan map.

· Wastes shall not be applied to fields with frozen or snow covered soil conditions unless provisions are made to control runoff.

· Waste shall not be applied to fields with flooded or saturated soil conditions.

· Solid and liquid waste shall be applied in accordance with amounts and rates specified in the special requirements section.

· Chemical analysis of soils, plant tissue and waste should be used to monitor and adjust amounts of waste applied.  Refer to Oregon State University Extension Service publication EC1478, “Soil Test Interpretation Guide” for guidance in getting soil tested and interpreting soil test results.  Refer to Oregon State University Extension publication EM 8585, “Manure Application Rates for Forage Production” for guidance in getting animal waste tested for nutrient concentrations.
