4.  Specification sheet provided to the client that adequately describes the requirements to apply the practice and obtain necessary permits.
5. Operation and maintenance plan.
6. Certification that the Grazing Management Plan meets practice standard criteria and complies with applicable laws, regulations, and program guidelines.
7. Design modifications during installation as required.
