PRIVATE APPLICATOR RESTRICTED-USE

PESTICIDE RECORDKEEPING REQUIREMENTS

Federal and State pesticide laws require the following information be recorded for restricted-use pesticide (RUP) applications:
· Pesticide brand or product name.

· EPA registration number of pesticide.

· Total amount of pesticide applied (calculated by taking rate per acre multiplied by total acres treated).

· Location of pesticide application (you may use any of the following methods):  County/Range/Township/Section; Maps with written descriptions; maps with global positioning system references; legal property descriptions.

· Size of area treated (in acres, miles, feet, etc.).

· Crop, commodity, or site to which the pesticide was applied.

· The month, day, and year on which the pesticide was applied.

· The name and certification number of the person who applied the pesticide.

NOTE:  RUP applications made on the same day to a total area of less than one-tenth (1/10) of an acre require the following information be recorded:

· Brand or product name and EPA registration number of the pesticide applied.

· Total amount of pesticide applied.

· Location of the application is designated as "spot application."

· Month, day, and year of application.

Other Requirements:

· Records can be kept on any legible format, including notebooks, forms, recordkeeping books, or computer files.

· Private applicators must record RUP applications within 14 days following the application.

· Record information must be accessible to health care professionals in case of a medical emergency requiring medical treatment or first aid for possible pesticide poisoning or exposure.
