·  Annually maintain these treatments within the firebreak area.  (Operations and Maintenance Section)

Treatment of Dead Woody Debris   (chart 2  montana specification)
dead fuel types
recommended practices

(  standing dead trees and shrubs
remove all standing dead trees and shrubs
(  down dead trees and shrubs
remove all dead down trees and shrubs that are not imbedded
(  dead needles on ground >2” depth
remove needles to a 2 inch depth
(  dead branches on trees and shrubs
remove all dead branches to height 15 feet
operations and maintenance

(
Noxious weeds, by state law, must be controlled.


(
Inspect firebreaks periodically to insure that vegetation is controlled at the most opportune time.


(
Inspect for and remove combustible materials, e.g., dead limbs and downed trees, from the firebreak.


(
Control access by vehicles or people to prevent damage to the firebreak.
