iv. Grazing Plans (Conservation plan narrative and Graze.xls or GSAT).
v. Drought Plan (Conservation plan narrative and Graze.xls or GSAT).
2. Written plans and specifications, including sketches and drawings, shall be provided to the client that adequately describe the requirements to install the practice and obtain necessary permits.
3. Identify fields where practice is to be applied on a farm or ranch plan map.
4. Specification sheet provided to the client that adequately describes the requirements to apply the practice and obtain necessary permits.

6. Certification that the Grazing Management Plan meets practice standard criteria and complies with applicable laws and regulations.

No more than 20 percent of the total grazing acreage at any one time will be grazed lower than the heights listed to terminate grazing in Table 1 (i.e., five paddock rotation, one paddock may be grazed closer than heights listed in Table 1).

The body condition of livestock is adequate to meet the producer’s desired production and the animals are healthy, 90 percent of the livestock have a body condition score of 5 or better (see Table 2 of the Prescribed Grazing Standard, 528).

Pasture Condition Score will be 35 or higher.  (Tool: SE Pasture Condition Scoring Sheet).
