GENERAL CRITERIA
Criteria for Wildlife Hedgerows
Identify the wildlife species for which the hedgerow is planned on the SD-CPA-26, and include the habitat needs to be provided by this planting. 

Woody species selected shall be appropriate as food or cover for the wildlife species for which habitat is planned.  

Hedgerow plantings may serve as a means to connect larger habitat blocks. 
Woody hedgerows for wildlife will contain at least two woody species and two or three rows of trees.  
Minimum width for wildlife hedgerows is __ feet.
Criteria for woody hedgerows

Use Woodland Technical Note 38 to select appropriate woody species for the climate, site and soils.  This technical note also provides guidance for combinations of species that are appropriate, spacing within and between row, site preparation, requirements for planting stock, and other requirements for planting.
Plant two or three rows of shrubs or trees using species appropriate for the purpose.
