Sample Items of Work and Payment Details for Animal Waste Systems with More Excavation than Earthfill
Example 1

The following items explain some of the items of work and payment details for the items listed on the CCC-1200, Conservation Program Application/Contract.  The Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) will only provide cost-share for items listed in the CCC-1200.  However, other work might be required to complete the practice.  This work will be subsidiary to other major items of work.  The items are listed as the contract component, description of the component, and the governing specification Component; Description, (Specification). 

Major Items
Obstruction Removal
a.
Obstruction Removal; Removal of obstructions and structures, (Structure Removal SD-3)
(1)
This item consists of the removal of the fences, trees, and other small structural items shown on the drawings.

Payment will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to the work and for the following related Subsidiary Item:  Clearing and Grubbing.

Excavation

a.
Earthwork, Excavation, Excavation of Clay liner, (Excavation, SD-5, Common)
(1)
This item consists of the clay liner excavation as shown on the drawings.
(2)
Payment for this item will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to this work.
b.
Earthwork, Excavation, Stripping, (Excavation, SD-5, Common)
(1)
This item shall consist of the common excavation of material from the base areas of the waste storage pond, clean water diversion, and sediment basin.

Payment for this item will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to this work.
c.
Earthwork, Excavation, Waste Material, (Excavation, SD-5, Common)
(1)
This item shall consist of the common excavation of material from the base areas of the waste storage pond, clean water diversion, and sediment basin, in addition to the quantity of borrow materials required to construct the earthfill portions of the waste storage pond, clean water diversion, and sediment basin.

Material will be excavated to neat lines and grades and hauled to the location(s) designated on the plans.
(3)
Payment for this item will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to this work.

Subsidiary Item, Borrow Excavation for Waste Storage Pond, Sediment Basin, and Clean Water Diversion, (Excavation, SD-5, Common)
(1)
This item consists of all common excavation required from the waste storage pond or other required excavations for obtaining earthfill materials and for shaping the waste storage pond, sediment basin, and diversions as shown on the drawings.

No separate payment will be made for this excavation.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Earthfill, Class S, and/or Class A.

Subsidiary Item, Excavation for Sediment Basin Drain, (Excavation, SD-5, Common)
(1)
This item consists of all common excavation required for installation of the sediment basin drain, as shown on the drawings.

No separate payment will be made for this excavation.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Pipe, Plastic PVC.

Earthfill, Class A

Earthwork, Earthfill Class A, Earthfill for Waste Storage Pond Clay Liner, (Earthfill Class A SD-7A)

This item consists of the construction of the waste storage pond clay liner meeting the moisture content and density requirements specified in the plans and specifications.

Payment for this item will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to this work.

Subsidiary Item, Water for Construction, (Earthfill, SD-7, Class A).

This item consists of furnishing, transporting, measuring, applying, and blending water with the earthen materials for construction as specified.

No separate payment will be made for this item.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Earthfill, Class A. 

Earthfill, Class S



a.
Earthwork, Earthfill Class S, Earthfill for Waste Storage Pond Embankment, Sediment Basin, and Clean Water Diversion, (Earthfill, SD-7S) 
(1)
This item consists of the construction of the waste storage pond embankment, sediment basin, and clean water diversion, and shall include the backfill of the stripping excavation.

Topsoil shall be incorporated into the earthfill surfaces as indicated on the drawings and in accordance with Specification SD-10.

Payment will constitute full compensation for the following related subsidiary items:  borrow excavation for waste storage pond; sediment basin; and excavation for diversions.

Subsidiary Item, Backfill for Sediment Basin Drain, (Earthfill, SD-7, Class S)
(1)
This item consists of all backfill for the installation of the sediment basin drain, as shown on the drawings.

No separate payment will be made for this earthfill.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Pipe, Plastic PVC.

Subsidiary Item, Water for Construction, (Earthfill, SD-7, Class S)
(1) 

This item consists of furnishing, transporting, measuring, applying, and blending water with the earthen materials for construction as specified.
(2)
No separate payment will be made for this item.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Earthfill Class S. 
Salvaging and Spreading Topsoil, SD-10

Subsidiary Item, Incorporating Topsoil on Earth Fills, (Salvaging, and Spreading Topsoil, SD-10)

This item consists of incorporating topsoil in the exposed surfaces of the constructed earth fills as shown on the drawings.

No separate payment will be made for incorporating topsoil in earth fills.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Earthfill Class S.

Concrete Chute and/or Splash Pad

Concrete, Steel reinforced concrete formed one side, Concrete Chute and/or Splash Pad, (Concrete for Minor Structures, SD-12B)

This item consists of the construction of the reinforced concrete chute and/or splash pad as shown on the drawings.
(2)
Payment will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to this work including the excavation, formwork, and for the following related subsidiary item:  steel reinforcement.
Permanent Waterline Marker

Structure, Timber Structure, Permanent Waterline Marker, (Wood and Steel Structures, SD-14)

This item consists of the construction and installation of the permanent waterline marker as shown on the drawings.

Payment for these items will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to this work.

PVC Pipe for Sediment Basin

Pipe, Plastic PVC, Plastic Pipe for Sediment Basin Outlet, (PVC Drain for Sediment Basin, CNMS, SD-19)

This item consists of furnishing and installing the PVC plastic pipe for the sediment basin drains.

Seeding

This item consists of seedbed preparation, seeding operations, seed mixture, and weed control for the seeding of the project as shown on the drawings.

Payment for these items will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to this work.
Fencing

This item consists of fencing the structures as shown on the drawings.

Major Items:

Obstruction Removal

Excavation

Earthwork, Excavation, Excavation of Clay liner, (Excavation, SD-5, Common)

This item consists of the clay liner excavation as shown on the drawings.

Payment for this item will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to this work.

Earthwork, Excavation, Stripping, (Excavation, SD-5, Common)

This item shall consist of the common excavation of material from the base areas of the waste storage pond, clean water diversion, and sediment basin.

Subsidiary Item, Borrow Excavation for Waste Storage Pond, Sediment Basin, and Clean Water Diversion, (Excavation, SD-5, Common)

This item consists of all common excavation required from the waste storage pond, sediment basin, diversions, or other required excavations along with the designated local borrow area for obtaining fill materials and for shaping the desired practices, as shown on the drawings.

No separate payment will be made for this excavation.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Earthfill, Class S.

Subsidiary Item, Excavation for Sediment Basin Drain, (Excavation, SD-5, Common)

This item consists of all common excavation required for installation of the sediment basin drain, as shown on the drawings.

No separate payment will be made for this excavation.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Pipe, Plastic PVC.

Offsite Borrow for Clay Liner

Earthwork, Offsite Borrow for Clay Liner, (Excavation SD-5)

This item consists of the obtaining of clay material for the installation of the compacted clay liner from the designated borrow area which is more than 2,000 feet from the waste storage pond.

Earthfill, Class A

Payment for this item will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to this work.

Subsidiary Item, Water for Construction, (Earthfill, SD-7, Class A).

This item consists of furnishing, transporting, measuring, applying, and blending water with the earthen materials for construction as specified.

No separate payment will be made for this item.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Earthfill, Class A. 

Earthfill, Class S

Earthwork, Earthfill Class S, Earthfill for Waste Storage Pond Embankment, Sediment Basin, and Clean Water Diversion, (Earthfill, SD-7S)

This item consists of the construction of the waste storage pond embankment, sediment basin, and clean water diversion and shall include the backfill of the stripping excavation.

Topsoil shall be spread on earthfill surfaces as indicated on the drawings and in accordance with Specification SD-10.

Payment will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to the work and for the following related Subsidiary Items:  Borrow material obtained from the excavation for waste storage pond, sediment basin, and salvaging and spreading topsoil on earth fills.

Subsidiary Item, Backfill for Sediment Basin Drain, (Earthfill, SD-7, Common)
(1)
This item consists of all backfill for the installation of the sediment basin drain, as shown on the drawings.

No separate payment will be made for this earthfill.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Pipe, Plastic PVC.

This item consists of furnishing, transporting, measuring, applying, and blending water with the earthen materials for construction as specified.

No separate payment will be made for this item.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Earthfill Class S.

Salvaging and Spreading Topsoil, SD-10

Earthwork, Topsoil, Salvaging, and Spreading Topsoil on Borrow Areas, (Salvaging and Spreading Topsoil, SD-10)

This item consists of the salvaging and spreading topsoil over the offsite borrow area and any other areas as shown on the drawings.

Payment will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to the work.

Subsidiary Item, Incorporating Topsoil into Earth Fills, (Salvaging and Spreading Topsoil, SD-10)

This item consists of incorporating topsoil in the exposed surfaces of the constructed earth fills as shown on the drawings.

No separate payment will be made for incorporating topsoil into earth fills.  Compensation for this item will be included in the payment for Earthfill Class S.
Concrete Chute and/or Splash Pad

Concrete, Steel reinforced concrete formed one side; Concrete Chute and/or Splash Pad, (Concrete for Minor Structures, SD-12B)

This item consists of the construction of the reinforced concrete chute and/or splash pad as shown on the drawings.

Payment will constitute full compensation for all items necessary and incidental to this work including the excavation, formwork, and for the following related subsidiary items:  Steel Reinforcement.

Permanent Waterline Marker

This item consists of the construction and installation of the permanent waterline marker as shown on the drawings.
