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Inspections and maintenance are required to achieve the intended function, benefits, and life of the practice.  The landowner/operator is responsible to establish and implement an inspection and maintenance program.  Items to inspect and maintain during the 10-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:

Surface and Subsurface Irrigation Systems

1. Inspect after significant storm events and at least annually to identify repair and maintenance needs.

2. Routine maintenance of all mechanical components in accordance with manufacturer’s recommendations. 

Surface Irrigation Systems

1. Periodic checks and removal of debris as necessary from trash racks and structures to assure proper operation.

2. Periodic cleaning and regrading of collection facilities to maintain proper flow lines and functionality.

3. Periodic land leveling or grading of surface irrigated fields is required to maintain uniform field grades for application uniformity.

4. Periodic removal and planned disposal of sediment from traps and/or storage facilities to maintain design capacity and efficiency.

Subsurface Irrigation Systems

1. Inspection or testing of all pipeline and pumping plant components and appurtenances, as applicable.
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
