SPECIES
Loblolly pine, Longleaf pine, and Virginia pine are preferred pine species.  Longleaf pine should be used only in the Coastal Plain.  Virginia pine should be used only in the Mountains and Piedmont.  

Refer to the Conservation Practice Standard for Tree/Shrub Establishment (612) for a listing of preferred hardwood trees.  To maximize wildlife benefits, preference should be given to “most producing” species.  Wildplum, American Holly, Dogwood, Red Cedar, Redbud, and Wax Myrtle are preferred shrub/small tree species.

Most sites in S.C. will eventually develop a tree/shrub cover if the site is first stabilized with herbaceous cover and natural succession is permitted to occur. 




SITE PREPARATION
Prior to planting, prepare compacted or adverse planting sites by smoothing, subsoiling, mulching, constructing diversions, brush dams, rock dams, or rip-rap.  Live vegetative dams or ground cover of appropriate vegetation such as lovegrass or rye shall be established.  Refer to Table 2 for seeding rates and planting dates.

FERTILIZATION
Use lime and/or fertilizers, based on soil test recommendations.
