SOILS INFORMATION

All Field Office Technical Guide (FOTG) soils information can be accessed in this section IIA and its subsections.  Most of the FOTG soils reports can be produced from the soil database downloads available in each county folder.  Microsoft Access 97 or higher is needed in order to view them.  Some of the downloads are in the Access Template form, while others are too large, and are still in a compressed or zipped format.  Those that are zipped will need to be unzipped using “WinZip” or some other Self-Extracting software, and imported into the latest version of the Microsoft Access 97 Template.  Other reports are downloadable or viewable as Microsoft Word or Adobe Acrobat Reader (pdf) documents or they can be acquired from the local field office in each soil survey area.  Internet Explorer 5.x or higher should be used to view these pages and screen resolution set to 1024 by 768 or you may not see the full screen.

Soil Database Downloads

To save the Microsoft Access 97 soil database or Zipped database with soil reports to disk for any survey area in Kentucky go to the county of interest in the “Soil Survey Data” folder of this section.  Each Certified Access database is in a file called “_ _ _ _ County Soil Survey Data”.  Double click the file icon.  A download window will open asking if you want to open the file or save it to disk.  If the file name has the extension “.mdb”  ie: KY045.mdb;  you can open it if you have a fast internet connection and run the Access reports; but more preferably save it to your hard drive rather than opening it.  Saving the file to your hard drive insures you have the complete functionality of the Access database.  If the file is a *.zip file ie: “KY045.zip” you will need to download the file and unzip it into a separate folder. These databases work with Access 97 or later versions.

When the Access 97 database template is started, a screen will come up and you can select one or all, or scattered groups of soil map units.  Then choose one from the list of reports you want to run, and click “generate report”.

Versions of the Access Databases

All reports from the Access Databases have a Distribution Generation Date listed at the bottom of the report that identifies the day the data was created. The file list in the Table of Contents for this section indicates the date and time of certification.  Soil Survey areas that cover more than 1 county will have the entire dataset duplicated in each of the counties that the survey covers.  Only certified datasets are posted to this site.  FOTG soils data for counties that are not Certified must be obtained from the local field office.

File Viewers

Those who do not have Microsoft Office 97 or higher version, or Adobe Acrobat Reader may need to download these file viewers.  Most of the contents of the eFOTG soils information is in html format, but some is Microsoft Word documents, or pdf format (Acrobat Reader).
