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CORE4 – Farm Equipment Identification and Use
 Power Point Presentation
The State Office specialists frequently get questions from field staff concerning the kinds of equipment used in RUSLE2. What is it, how is it used, what is its affect? An electronic Power Point presentation is being provided which should help address those questions. 

Residue management is achieved through proper selection and use of tillage implements. Good residue management does not necessarily require purchase and adoption of “high tech” equipment, although it certainly helps. The Core 4 initiative, begun in 1999, included a specific section on Residue Management developed by Conservation Agronomist Dave Lightle at the Soil Lab in Lincoln, Nebraska. Dave is also one of the original NRCS Cooperating Scientists working with ARS in the development of RUSLE.  As a result, the Core 4 presentation reflects terminology found throughout RUSLE.
A Core 4 manual and support CD was provided when the handbook was distributed through Technical Guide Notice 138, March 2, 2000. The CD has been misplaced in many offices. This latest Technical Note provides the Power Point presentation “Farm Equipment Identification & Use” which was part of the original Core4 material.  While the presentation was developed for nationwide use, it includes the “core” tillage equipment used in farming.   
The slides include descriptive notes on almost every one.  If the presentation is viewed in the “View Show” mode, the notes are not displayed. To see the notes, it is suggested that the user click on the “Outline” tab on the entry screen. The notes associated with each slide are displayed at the bottom. The outline section can be minimized.
