Purpose:  To advise District Conservationists on required NEPA training.

District Conservationists, as the Responsible Federal Officials (RFO) are required to fill out the NEPA “Findings” section of the RI-CPA-52 when NRCS has nexus (control on how activities are implemented using cost-share and/or jurisdictional means).

Rhode Island NRCS is working with New England States and New York to develop and publish in the Federal Register a NEPA document, “Use of NRCS Conservation Practices to Address Natural Resource Concerns on Non-Federal Lands in New England States and New York”.

This document has network diagrams for 88 commonly used Conservation Practices.  A net meeting has been scheduled for August 29, 2007, from 9:00 A.M. to 10:00 A.M.  This training will detail how District Conservationists should fill out the NEPA “findings” section of the RI-CPA-52.  All District Conservationists are required to “attend” this session.  Other field office staff involved in conservation planning and programs are encouraged to attend.  Details on the net meeting will be sent out prior to the meeting.
