Background. Effective immediately, the dress code guidelines will take effect

 

In an effort to provide uniform dress for the Rhode Island NRCS staff, I request that the preceding dress code guidelines be followed.

 

· No logos or advertising on shirts or hats.  (i.e. sports team paraphernalia, country club insignia, or other state and government agency logos).
· Hats should either have NRCS logo or be blank.
· Clothing and shoes will have no holes, tears, or tattered hems, including jeans, and will be presentable and appropriate for the job.  (In addition to promoting a professional image, this item addresses safety issues for those working in the field.  For example, open toe shores, flip-flops, skirts, and belly shirts are examples of attire that is not appropriate for field staff.)
· State office personnel may wear causal attire (such as jeans) on Friday. 
· The agency will install a boot scraper outside the building to clean shoes after being in the field.

It is ultimately up to the discretion of the state conservationist to determine if these guidelines are met by each Rhode Island employee, and if additional items need to be addressed.  Supervisors have the discretion to monitor clothing on a day-to-day basis, and take action as needed for the items listed above and/or other guideline set forth by the state conservationist.
