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ESIS Ecological Site List

The ONLY official list of Arizona Ecological Sites is the list in the Ecological Site Information System (ESIS). Karlynn Huling is currently responsible for maintaining the ecological site list in ESIS.  

Entering New Ecological Sites in ESIS
When a new ecological site is needed in ESIS, a minimum amount of documentation must be provided before the site will be entered in ESIS.  Proposed sites have often never been completed and it is often difficult to track down when and where they were proposed, and whether they still need to be written. 

The minimum documentation required before a new site is entered into ESIS is as follows.

Ecological Site ID (Assigned by Karlynn)

Ecological Site Name (full taxonomic site name using Arizona taxonomic site naming guidelines)
Ecological Site Precip/Climate Zone

Ecological Site Phase

Person proposing site (Enter in site author field when new site is added)

Date (Enter in site date when new site is added)

Initial Type Location  (Enter in type location fields when new site is added in ESIS)

(State, County, Field Office, UTM or Sec Township Range)
Physiographic Feathers (Enter in physiographic narrative when new site is added in ESIS)
Brief description of physiographic features (landform, slope etc) 

Soils Information (Enter the following in the soils narrative field when new site is added in ESIS)

Soil Survey Area

Soil Survey Map Unit (existing survey or proposed for new soil survey correlation)

Map Unit Component (existing survey or proposed for new soil survey correlation)

Brief description of soil characteristics (depth, textures, etc) 

Plant Community Information 

Primary and Secondary Tree (if present) (Enter in general site fields)

Primary and Secondary Shrub (if present) (Enter in general site fields)

Primary and Secondary Herb (grass/forb) (Enter in general site fields)
Brief description of the native plant community (Enter a HCPC community and enter in the Plant Community Narrative when a new site is added in ESIS)

Similar Sites (Enter in Similar Sites fields when new site is added)
Similar site name(s) and numbers

Brief description of why proposed site is different

When the ecological site description is fully developed, all of this information except the site number can be modified by the author.  
Removing Ecological Site from ESIS

If an ecological site is no longer needed in ESIS, notify Karlynn Huling that the site should be removed from ESIS.
