Deliverables

1. Design documents that demonstrate criteria in NRCS practice standard have been met and are compatible with planned and applied practices.

b. List of required permits to be obtained by the client.
c. List all required and/or facilitating practices.
d. Practice standard criteria-related computations and analyses to develop plans and specifications including but not limited to:
i. Planting dates
ii. Site and seedbed preparation
iii. Soil amendments required

iv. Species selection and seeding rates
2. Written plans and specifications including sketches and drawings shall be provided to the client that adequately describe the requirements to install the practice and obtain necessary permits.  In the Pacific Islands Area, the Jobsheet for the practice shall be completed and given to the client to provide site-specific information about practice installation.  The Jobsheet is available in Section IV of the NRCS Field Office Technical Guide (eFOTG).

3. Operation and Maintenance Plan.  The NRCS Field Office Technical Guide (eFOTG)NRCS Hawaii Field Office Tec In the Pacific Islands Area, the Jobsheet for the practice shall be completed and given to the client to provide site-specific operation and maintenance information.  The Jobsheet is available in Section IV of the .
