Instructions for considering pollinators in the planning process
1. Identify and protect pollinator forage already in place.
2. Ensure that flowers are present throughout as much of the growing season as  

         possible.

3. Identify the best sites to enhance existing or create new nectar and pollen sources 


   (i.e., riparian forest buffers, shelterbelts, windbreaks, hedgerows, filter strips,    

         conservation cover and tree and shrub establishment).

4. Select the best plants available to provide nectar and pollen sources.

5. Develop a pest management plan to reduce impacts to pollinators, use spot 


   treatments, where possible, and Integrated Pest Management (IPM) concepts. 

6. Develop the conservation plan with the landowner to enhance pollinators.
