DEFINITIONS OF WETLAND LABEL CODES

AW
Artificial Wetland.   A wetland created on an area that was previously non-wetland.  Not subject to the wetland conservation provisions of the Food Security Act.

CPD
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Permit Decision.  A converted wetland that is exempt from the wetland conservation provisions of the Food Security Act because the activity is authorized by a Corps permit and satisfies the mitigation requirements of the Act. 
CME
A converted wetland that receives a Categorical Minimal Effect Exemption.  This exemption applies to specified categories of conversion activities that are routinely determined by NRCS to have minimal effect, individually and cumulatively, on the functions and values of the wetland and the wetlands in the watershed, such as removal of exotic woody vegetation.

CW
Converted Wetland.  An area converted between December 23, 1985 and November 28, 1990.  Additional manipulation or production of an agricultural commodity
 on these areas will cause ineligibility for USDA benefits.  This label also applies to wetlands converted after December 23, 1985 by a drainage district or other entity and beyond a person’s direct control but not considered a third party as defined in the Third Party Conversion Exemption (TP).  In this case, production of an agricultural commodity or forage for mechanical harvest or additional manipulation will cause ineligibility for USDA program benefits.
  CW+year
  
A wetland converted after November 28, 1990.  USDA Program participant will be ineligible for program benefits until the wetland is restored or mitigated unless an Exemption applies. 
CWTE
Converted Wetland Technical Error Exemption.  A wetland converted after December 23, 1985 as a consequence of an incorrect NRCS determination.  Does not apply to obvious wetlands as defined in the NRCS National Food Security Act Manual.
FW
Farmed Wetland.   A wetland manipulated and used for agricultural commodity1 production as of December 23, 1985 but still meets wetland criteria.  Wetland may continue to be farmed or may be used for forage production as long as it is not abandoned (i.e., management or maintenance for commodity or forage ceased for five consecutive years).

FWP
Farmed Wetland Pasture.  A wetland manipulated and used for pasture or hay as of December 23, 1985 but still meets wetland criteria.  Wetland may continue to be used for forage production or farmed as long as it is not abandoned (i.e., management or maintenance for commodity1 or forage ceased for five consecutive years).
MIW
Mitigation Exemption.  A converted wetland that is exempt from the wetland conservation provisions of the Food Security Act because mitigation for the conversion has or will occur in accordance with an NRCS-approved plan, via restoration, enhancement or creation of another wetland.

MW
Minimal Effect Exemption.  A converted wetland that is exempt from the wetland conservation provisions of the Food Security Act based on an NRCS determination that the conversion has or will have a minimal effect, individually and cumulatively, on the functions and values of the wetland and the wetlands in the watershed.  
MWM
Site of wetland restoration, enhancement or creation serving as mitigation for MIW site.
NW
Non-Wetland.  An area that does not meet wetland criteria.  Also includes wetlands converted before December 23, 1985 but an agricultural commodity1 was not produced and the area does not meet wetland criteria and area has not been abandoned.

PC
Prior Converted.  Wetland converted to cropland before December 23, 1985, and as of December 23, 1985 as of December 23, 1985 was capable of being cropped and did not meet FW criteria.  Not subject to the wetland conservation provisions of the Food Security Act of 1985 unless further drainage manipulation affects adjacent wetlands.
TP
Third Party Exemption.  Wetland converted after December 23, 1985 by a third party who is not associated with the USDA program participant, and without the participant’s collusion, fraud, scheme or device.  A third party does not include predecessors in interest on the tract, drainage districts, or other local government entities.
W
Wetland.  An area meeting wetland criteria, including wetlands farmed under natural conditions (without drainage or removal of woody vegetation).  Also includes FW or FWP that has been abandoned.  Contact NRCS prior to clearing, draining, filling, leveling or otherwise manipulating these areas.

WX
A wetland that has been manipulated but was not for the purpose of making commodity1 production possible, and production was not made possible.  Contact NRCS prior to clearing, draining, filling, leveling or otherwise further manipulating these areas.

� An agricultural commodity is defined for purposes of the Food Security Act as any annually tilled crop, or sugarcane.
