The KDF SF with the PLB, when needed, will complete the remaining sections starting with KDF Service Forester Name down to and including electronic signatures on the “NEPA” and “Needs Determination” section.  Once complete, the KDF SF will email the TAR and “Practice Plan” with supporting information to the NRCS or FBB contact.  Once the KDF SF and the PLB, if needed, have completed the applicable ‘Units Applied” section and electronically signed the “Completion Certification”, the TAR will be emailed back to the NRCS or FBB contact.  NRCS/FBB shall make no practice certifications or payments until applicable Units Applied sections are completed and the Completion Certification is electronically signed by the KDF SF.
