	Definition:


A pipeline and appurtenances installed to convey water for storage or application as part of an irrigation system or storage reservoir.
Purpose:
To convey water from a source of supply to an irrigation system or storage reservoir.
	Requirements:


· It shall be the responsibility of the owner/operator to obtain all necessary permits and/or rights, and to comply with all ordinances and laws pertaining to this installation.
· On Federal, State, Tribal lands, or when federal funding is involved on private land, the landowner/operator must have archaeological clearance and concurrence from the responsible agency prior to any construction.  If during installation, any archaeological or historical resources are found, the landowner/operator must cease operations and consult with NRCS and appropriate state agencies prior to continuing construction.
· Installation shall be in accordance with the drawings, specifications, and special requirements.
· The following additional data is required: As applicable, pipe manufacturer documentation and markings; length of pipelines by size, class, and pipe burial depth; location and size of valves, air release valves and pressure relief valves; number and location of outlets by size and type; pipeline plan and profile; and applicable pressure testing.
· NM-ENG-7 and NM-ENG-236 may be used to assist in design.
