3. New Replacement Engine must be equipped with a non-resettable operational time meter
4. Minimum requirements for the engine block include: model number, year, and horsepower
5. If the engine is disposed of offsite, then it must be inspected by NRCS personnel, documenting with a photograph and physical inspection
