Hydric Soils of Illinois Spreadsheet README FILE:
Directions for use of the Pivot table available for use based on February 2012 Illinois NASIS Data.  This data was up to data as of February, 2012. However, several subsets of MLRAs were being updated at the time of download.  This data will likely be refreshed in fall of 2012.
Data in the NASIS database is the best available data, however, the data is aggregated across large areas and some data may not represent exactly what could be found at each site.  For this reason, for site planning purposes, a review of the soils and potential inclusions should be made at the site.  
The worksheet can be filtered by each heading.
To limit the listing to only one county:  click on the down arrow next to the “Area Name” column and De-select the “Select all” check box, then select the check box next to the County that is desired.  The listing will show map units and components only for the selected county.
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To limit the listing to only hydric components of map units:  click on the down arrow next to the “Hydric” column and De-select the “No” check box.  The listing will show all components that are hydric or that are undetermined due to missing information.
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Dominant components of map units should always be 15 or more percent in the “Component PCT” column.  Most dominant components will be greater than or equal to 85 percent unless the map units are complexes or undifferentiated groups made up of a complicated pattern of soil components.  Minor components are typically less than 15 percent of the total of the map unit component percents.   By reviewing the component percent and the map unit name, you can determine whether the hydric component is a named dominant component of the map unit, or if it is a minor component (low component percent and component name not in the map unit name).  Component percents of individual sites will vary from site to site.
