1. Scope

The work shall consist of a combination of surface treatment and activities to prevents degradation of air quality from unpaved road surfaces.

2. General requirements

The practice shall be applied following all label directives, in accordance with federal, state, and local laws and regulations.
3. Road Surface Pre-Treatment
Prior to applying chemical stabilizers, the road shall be graded and crowned to ensure water runs off of the roadway without causing excessive erosion.

4. Soil Stabilizer

The area shall be treated to achieve a minimum of 50% dust control at time of application of material. The amount of dust control achieved will be determined by standardized emission reduction factors for the various materials Stabilizer products shall be applied as needed to effectively control dust for at least 1 year.  All products shall be applied strictly in accordance with manufacturers’ specifications.

5. OTHER REQUIREMENTS
