1. Scope

The work shall consist of installing a track out control system to prevent mud on vehicle tires from being tracked onto public paved road surfaces.

2. General requirements

Track-out controls shall be located at the point of intersection of an unpaved area and a paved area accessible to the public. 
3. Type of Track Out Control to Be Installed

The locations of Track Out Controls are shown on the conservation plan map. The following type(s) of track out controls will be used.

4. Gravel Pad Track Out control Requirements
A pad of crushed stone, coarse gravel or recycled road base shall be installed at the point of intersection of a paved public roadway and a farm entrance.

c) The stone or gravel shall be one to three inches in diameter. 
d) The gravel pad shall be a minimum of four inches deep. 
5. grizzyly Track OUt Control Requirements
A device similar to a cattle guard will be installed to dislodge mud, dirt or debris from the tires and undercarriage of equipment and vehicles prior to leaving a farm. The grizzly shall be constructed of steel and adequate to support the vehicles.
a) Grizzly Width (Width of road entrance)

c) Grizzly rails shall be a minimum of 3’’ tall and spaced at least 6’’ apart
6. OTHER REQUIREMENTS

The owner, operator, contractor, and other persons shall conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the type of equipment and operations being performed with due regard to the safety of all persons and their property.

The work shall be performed in compliance with all Federal, State and local laws, rules, and regulations.

7. Operation and maintenance
Entrances to the operation should be maintained in a condition that will prevent tracking of mud and soil onto paved public roads. Periodic inspections shall be done. Re-application of gravel and/or clean out under grizzly shall be done as needed. Paved road surfaces shall be cleaned as needed to accomplish the purposes of the track out control.
