· Maintain records of pesticide application for restricted use materials as per the California Department of Pesticide Regulations record keeping requirements
· Annually report pesticide use utilizing reporting criteria from your local Ag Commissioners Office and in accordance with California Department of Food & Ag and California Department of Pesticide Regulations.
