	DESIGN
Deliverables:
1. Jobsheet design that meets NRCS practice standard and is certified by a planner with JAA for the practice.
a. Practice purpose(s) as identified in the conservation plan
b. Field number(s) where practice will be installed
c. List of required permits to be obtained by the client, if applicable
d. 1-888-DIG-SAFE to ensure safety from buried and overhead utilities.
e. Practice standard criteria including but not limited to:
i. Length and height
ii. Type of materials
iii. Spacing of posts and wires, attachment to posts, post length, post diameter(s), post depth(s) as applicable 
iv. Site-specific Notes as needed 
v. Operation and Maintenance Plan is part of Jobsheet - note site-specific O&M notes on Jobsheet as needed.
2. Location/Alignment on Conservation Plan Map
3. Construction activity requirements for compliance with Programmatic Agreements for A. Salmon, sturgeon and critical habitat.
4. Standard Drawings:			
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Specific detail for fence type
b. Bracing detail
c. Attachment detail
d. Electric charger detail, as applicable 
5. Specification sheet from 382 Specification Guide Appendices for specific fence type
6. Documentation of design modifications during installation as required.
7. Support practice: Where Fence is used as part of a grazing system, a Grazing Plan should be developed. 

INSTALLATION
Deliverables
1. Pre-installation conference between NRCS, client, and contractor  is documented.
2. Verification that client has obtained required permits, and DIG-SAFE clearance, as applicable.
3. Installation inspection/certification:
a. Actual materials used 
b. Inspection notes, as appropriate. 
c. Certification that the installation process and materials meet design requirements.
4. Facilitate and implement required design modifications with client and original designer or technical expert. 
5. Advise client/NRCS on compliance issues with all federal, state, tribal, and local laws, regulations and NRCS policies during implementation.
CHECK OUT
Deliverables
1. Extent of practice applied
2. Photo documentation, including bracing 
3. Certification by planner with JAA with statement that the installation meets NRCS standards and specifications as outlined in job sheet and is in compliance with permits/laws, if applicable  
4. As-built documentation on design documents and job sheet if work deviates from job sheet and design specs, with statement that standard is met 
5. Documentation of O&M discussion with client (can happen at any point or multiple points in the process)
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
