A properly operated and maintained Terrace is an asset to your property.  The estimated life span of this practice is 10 years.  The life of this practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.

This practice will require you to perform periodic operation and maintenance to maintain satisfactory performance.  The following are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.

Operation and Maintenance

1. Inspect after significant storm events and at least annually to identify repair and maintenance needs.
2. Promptly repair or replace damaged components.
3. Maintain ridge height, channel profile, terrace cross-sections, and outlet elevations.
4. Remove sediment that has accumulated in the terrace channel to maintain capacity and grade.
5. Regularly clean the inlets for the underground outlets.  Repair or replace the inlets damaged by farm equipment.  Remove sediment around the inlets to ensure the inlet remains the lowest spot in the terrace channel.
6. Vegetation, where specified, seasonally mow and control trees and brush.
7. Keep machinery away from steep back-sloped terraces.  Keep operators informed of all potential hazards.
