Inspections and maintenance are required to achieve the intended function, benefits, and life of the practice.  The landowner/operator is responsible to establish and implement an inspection and maintenance program.  Items to inspect and maintain during the 10-year design life of the practice include, but are not limited to, the following:
Maintenance activities required for this practice consist of those operations necessary to prevent and/or repair damage to the bentonite treated soil liner. This includes, but is not limited to; 
1. Excluding animals and equipment from the treated area; 
2. Repairing damage to the liner occurring from erosion during initial filling; erosion resulting from wave action after the impoundment fills,

3. Erosion caused by agitation, pumping operations, as well as activities involved in removal of solids and sludge. 
4. Damage that might be caused by roots from trees and large shrubs should be prevented by removing such vegetation at first appearance. 
5. If the liner is damaged, any disturbed or eroded areas should be repaired to restore the liner to its original thickness and condition.
