An operation and management plan shall be provided to and reviewed with the land manager. The practice shall be maintained for the 20 year life span. The plan shall be site specific and include but not be limited to the following: 
1. Water level management and timing shall be adequately described wherever applicable.

2. Inspect after significant storm events and at least annually to identify repair and maintenance needs.

3. Avoid damage to riser inlets by farm equipment.  Mark risers so they are visible to prevent damage by equipment.

4. Water and sediment control basin (WASCOB) ridges, especially those with steep backslopes, are potentially hazardous. All farming and maintenance operations should be executed with caution to reduce the chance of damage to machinery and injury to the operator.

5. Remove accumulated sediment in the channel or any designated settling areas periodically and place on the ridge or haul off site if excessive. Repair any erosion that occurs in channel.

6. Check frequently for burrowing animals.  When found, remove the burrowing animals, replace embankment materials and reseed.

7. Remove debris and trash accumulated around riser inlets that might impair water flow.

8. Clear debris from orifice plate in riser as needed.

9. Repair any settlement or piping along drain tubing promptly.

10. Remove trash from the outlet and maintain animal guard.

11. Regularly mow and fertilize desired vegetation.  Time the first mowing for after nesting birds have hatched (after August 1).  Remove excess top growth.   Remove risers when burning warm season grasses.

12. Control tree and bush growth by hand cutting, mowing, or chemicals.  Avoid damaging grass with herbicide sprays.

13. Maintain proper width, depth and shape of vegetated or rock emergency spillways.  Fill and seed any rills that occur.
14. Repair damage to any other structural components of structure for water control system

15. Intake pipe fish screen;

a. Keep screens clean of any accumulation debris or sediment

b. Repair any damage to the screen material and other components of the fish screen assembly.

c. Relocate the intake pipe and associated fish screen as needed to insure adequate water depth and avoid as much as possible areas of more active fish activity.
