Properly operated and maintained GREENHOUSE BUBBLE INSULATION is an asset to your property.  Insulation will significantly reduce the energy use associated with heating and cooling a greenhouse.  The estimated life span of this practice is at least 10 years.  The life of the practice can be assured and usually increased by developing and carrying out a good operation and maintenance program.
This practice will require you to perform periodic operation and maintenance to maintain satisfactory performance.  The following are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.
Operation and Maintenance
1. Inspect insulation periodically to check for degradation or damage.  Repair promptly if problems are found.  
2. Periodically clean insulation and greenhouse film.  Clean insulation according to manufacture’s recommendations.
3. Replace insulation according to manufacturer’s schedule or when material no longer functions for the intended purpose.  
4. Install and remove insulation to manage temperature in greenhouse as needed.
5. When insulation is removed, store in a way that prevents damage.
