Information to be Recorded as Supporting Data for

Concrete Structures

The items listed below shall be recorded as part of a job diary entry.

1. The job diary will identify the job and owner.

2. Pertinent data regarding concrete.

a. Supplier.

b. Ready Mix Certification.

c. Truck size – mixing capacity (from plate attached generally to frame of mixing unit).

d. Quantity in cu. yds. each load.

e. Total cu. yds. of pour.

f. Slump.

g. Air.

h. Concrete, temperature and ambient air temperature.

i. Design mix used.  Ask for a copy and retain for records each truck load ticket.  The ticket should state number of pounds of coarse and fine aggregate, cement and air or other admixture in ounces.

j. State the approximate location where each truck load is poured as placed.  Such as, north wall (bottom), floor (east half).

k. Note any problems in mixing, placing, fast set, forms, etc.

l. Time of arrival of each load and time when truck is empty.

m. Record any other items regarding work of the contractor.  Comments made by any party or questions and answers given.

This may seem like an excess of data, but it must be recognized that the items are very necessary should there be problems with the concrete, forms, contractor, concrete supplier.  Solutions are easier come by with adequate information, this also serves to assure quality concrete and job workmanship.
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
