Purposes:  
· Prevent, restrict, or control access to an area

· Maintain or improve the quantity and quality of natural resources

· Minimize liability and human health concerns.

Where Used
This practice applies on all land uses.

Conservation Management System

Use Exclusion is a facilitating practice as part of a conservation management system.  The practice is used to prevent, restrict or control access to an area, temporarily or permanently, by installing or using an existing barrier.  When using an accelerating practice a post treatment Use Exclusion, to allow plants to increase in cover and/or become fully established, is usually needed.  
Barriers must be adequate to prevent, restrict, or control use by targeted vehicles, animals or people and not be a safety hazard.  Barrier life expectancy must be adequate for the intended purpose.
Barriers may consist of either natural and/or artificial structures such as logs, vegetation, earth-fill, boulders, fences, gates, electronic and sonic devices, or signs.

Specifications

Specifications for applying this practice will be prepared for each site and recorded using the appropriate specification sheets, job sheets, or technical notes.  The area to be excluded will have the timing and duration of the exclusion specified, and if needed the type of barrier to be installed.
Operation and Maintenance
Prevent animal, people or vehicle entry into the treatment area for the prescribed time.  Barriers will be periodically inspected and repairs performed as needed.
