DEFINITION
Waste transfer is a system using structures, conduits or equipment to convey byproducts (wastes) from agricultural operations to points of usage.  

PURPOSE 
To transfer agricultural material associated with production, processing, and/or harvesting through a hopper or reception pit, a pump (if applicable), a conduit, and/or hauling equipment to: 
• a storage/treatment facility, 
• a loading area, and/or 
• agricultural land for final utilization as a resource. 
	
General Criteria Applicable to All Purposes 
Manure/litter transfer components shall comply with all federal, state, and local laws, rules and regulations. 

Biosecurity.  Products from diseased animals shall be handled in accordance with the recommendations of the state veterinarian.  Equipment leaving the farm shall be sanitized as appropriate to prevent the spread of disease.  

Waste transfer from diseased facilities will not be approved unless pathogens have been destroyed and permission is granted in writing by the Arkansas state veterinarian. 

Additional Criteria for Waste Transfer to Agricultural Land for Utilization.
All federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations governing waste management, pollution abatement, and health and safety shall be strictly adhered to.  The hauler of animal manures will be responsible for securing any and all required permits or approvals related to waste transfer, and for operating and maintaining any components in accordance with applicable state laws and regulations.  Waste shall be applied to the utilization area in accordance with the Waste Utilization Conservation Practice Standard (633) or the Nutrient Management Conservation Practice Standard (590).  This job sheet shall be used in conjunction with the Waste Utilization Job Sheet.

Hauling equipment - Equipment used for hauling material from one geographical area to another area should be capable of hauling the material without spillage, leakage, or wind-blown losses during transport.  Waste shall be covered to minimize the likelihood of air emissions of particulate matter, volatile organic compounds, and ammonia air emissions formation and release. 

TRANSFER OPERATIONS 
Vehicles used to transfer waste material should be sized to reduce the danger of rollover. 

Stockpiled waste must be covered to prevent runoff from rainfall events.  Payment rate includes the cost of the cover.

 FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

NRCS cost share will be made to the person receiving the waste only. For NRCS cost share purposes the following will be required:

1. The person receiving the waste must show documentation that the waste is from a farm with a current nutrient management plan showing a nutrient surplus or from a farm located in the state designated nutrient surplus area.  A copy of the section of the Nutrient Management Plan documenting a nutrient surplus or a copy of a map showing where the farm is located in the nutrient surplus area must be provided by the producer.
2. Waste may be purchased from a commercial broker if the broker can provide the proper documentation of the source of the waste.
3. A current manure analysis one year or less old.
4. Animal manure applied to agriculture land should be applied in accordance with Arkansas Cooperative Extension recommendations and conservation practices Nutrient Management and Waste Utilization.  See attached Waste Utilization Job Sheet.  
5. A copy of a current soil tests for the field receiving the manure/litter will be required.
6. For each payment request the applicant will provide the NRCS office the following:
· The name, address, phone number, county, and location of the farm where the animal manure/litter was produced.  Tons of excess litter produced according to the nutrient management plan if located outside of the nutrient surplus area.
· Tons of manure purchased and weight tickets.
· The mileage from producer with the litter surplus to the applicant’s farm.
· The name, address and phone number of the company or individual hauling the waste/litter.
· The name of the applicator of the waste/litter.
