2) Bracing Materials, Dimensions, and Additional Information
	General Bracing Information: Trees, stumps, in-service utility poles or landscape timbers are not allowed. Treated posts will be labeled as specified in AWPA standard UC4A. A tension wire is required on all wood braces, consisting of two complete loops of 12 ½ gauge or stronger wire. An in-line wire tightener, rebar, sucker rod, or pine/cedar twitch stick can be used and should remain in the fence. Install tension wire according to attached drawings. Wooden cross member posts must be placed in a groove in the corner post or attached with screws, nails, or steel dowel pin(s).

3) Brace Assembly Requirements
	General Brace Assembly Requirement: Bracing of anchor (pull) posts is required at all corners, gates, and
fence ends, at certain specified distances, and at definite slope and alignment changes in the fence line.

4) Line Post Materials, Dimensions, and Additional Information
	General Line Post Information: Steel T posts shall be galvanized or painted with one or more coats of high grade weather-resistant steel paint or enameled and baked and should not be rusted or bent. All wooden post (except red cedar, Osage Orange, or black locust) shall be treated with pentachlorophenol, creosote, or chromated cooper arsenate (CCA) by a method to ensure complete penetration of the sapwood.

5) Wire Materials, Dimensions and Additional Information
	General Wire Information: The top and bottom strands shall be 12 ½ gauge or heavier with intermediate strands 14 ½ gauge or heavier. Fences with 32” woven wire shall have at least one 12 gauge or 15 ½ gauge high-tensile barbed, barbless or 12 ½ gauge smooth wire at least four inches above the woven wire. The base of the woven wire shall be placed near ground level. With horned goats and sheep, use either wire with at least 12 inch wide spaces to allow animals to free themselves or 4 inch spaces that prevent entrapment.



6) Additional Guidance
The above information is Arkansas NRCS’s minimum specifications. It is acceptable to construct a fence which exceeds these specifications. However, all portions of the fence must meet minimum specifications regardless if other portions exceed specifications. Only new materials will be used with exception of steel pipe and utility poles in excellent condition.
