NEW

FOTG Notice 39 amends the partial archiving of Section V materials covered under FOTG Notice 33. New CPPE sheets, in spreadsheet format may be viewed at http://my.nrcs.usda.gov E-FOTG. Log in using your PRMS ID and Password. 

Printed copies of all CPPE spreadsheets are attached with FOTG Notice 39. An updated hard copy of the Section V Table of Contents and Directive Tabulation Sheets are also provided with this notice.

1. Insert the Table of Contents into the front of FOTG Section V binder. 

2. File the CPPE for soil, water, air, plant, animal behind the appropriate divider in the Section V binder. Each label should contain the appropriate title for that section (Soil, Water, Air, Plant, Animal).

3. The use of plastic page protectors is the preferred method of filing and maintaining all Section V materials.

4. Print and place an updated Directive Tabulation Sheet under a separate tab in the front of the Table of Contents. 

5. District Conservationists and the Resource Conservationist shall review all changes transmitted with this notice and share this information with all Field Office staff.
