Deliverables:
1. The conservation practice narrative in the Conservation Plan must include:
a. Purpose(s) for applying this practice.
b. Planned tillage depth.
c. Planned soil moisture content.
d. Lifespan of practice.
2. Control of land and water rights documentation (if applicable) must be obtained from the client.
3. Design documents that demonstrate criteria in NRCS practice standard have been met and are compatible with planned and applied practices
a. Practice purpose(s) as identified in the conservation plan.
b. List of required permits to be obtained by the client
c. List all required and/or facilitating practices
d. Compliance with NRCS national and state utility safety policy (NEM part 503-Safety, Section 503.00 through 503.22)
e. Practice standard criteria-related computations and analyses to develop plans and specifications including but not limited to:
i. Soil moisture at time of tillage
ii. Required tillage depth
iii. Depth of soil restrictive layer, if present
iv. Depth of soil deposits, if present
v. [bookmark: _GoBack]Soil contaminant inhibiting crop growth, if present
4. Certification on the 324 practice jobsheet that the design meets practice standard criteria
5. Written plans and practice jobsheet, including sketches and drawings, will be provided to the client that adequately describes the requirements to install the practice and obtain necessary permits.  
6. Operation and maintenance plan.
7. Practice is modified during implementation as required and changes are provided to producer.
8. The practice jobsheet must comply with all federal, state, tribal, and local laws, regulations, and NRCS policies.
9. The practice jobsheet must be signed by the client stating that they understand their requirements for applying the practices.
10. The practice jobsheet must be signed or reviewed by an NRCS representative with appropriate approval authority certifying that the design meets practice standard criteria and complies with applicable laws and regulations
.

INSTALLATION
Deliverables
1. Initial conference with client to explain the Deep Tillage practice design and installation requirements 
2. Verification that client has obtained required permits
3. Application guidance as needed
4. Facilitate and implement required design modifications with client and original designer
5. Advise client/NRCS on compliance issues with all federal, state, tribal, and local laws, regulations and NRCS policies during application 
6. Certification that the application process and materials meets design and permit requirements





CHECK OUT	
Deliverables
1. Practice certification must be completed by person with approval authority.
2. The practice application is to be checked against the practice jobsheet to insure a satisfactory job. Check notes or observations become part of the supporting data along with previous planning documenting records.
3. Records of application
a. Depth of tillage applied
b. Type(s) of tillage performed
c. Soil moisture at time of tillage
d. Extent of  practice units applied 
4. Certification that the application meets NRCS standards and specifications on the practice jobsheet and is in compliance with any required permits.
5. Progress reporting
