c. Compliance with NRCS national and state utility safety policy (NEM part 503-Safety, Section 503.00 through 503.22)

d. Practice standard criteria related computations and analyses to develop plans and specifications including but not limited to:
i. Type of mechanical treatment to be applied

ii. Site preparation requirements

iii. Layout, including location map, spacing and depths

iv. Description of desired plant community

v. Provisions for adequate rest from grazing 

vi. Provisions for erosion control

vii. Acceptable soil moisture levels for practice application

viii. Operation and maintenance plan

3. Written plans and specifications including sketches and drawings shall be provided to the client that adequately describes the requirements to install the practice and obtain necessary permits.  

4. Design Approval with appropriate Job Approval Authority certification that the design meets practice standard criteria and will comply with applicable laws and regulations
5. Design modifications during installation as required

Deliverables

1. Pre-application conference with client and contractor

2. Verification that client has obtained required permits

3. Staking and layout according to plans and specifications including applicable layout notes

4. Facilitate and implement required design modifications with client and original designer

5. Advise client/NRCS on compliance issues with all federal, state, tribal, and local laws, regulations and NRCS policies during application
