scope


The work shall consist of furnishing labor and equipment for installing the row arrangement system, and appurtenances to the lines, grades shown on the drawings or as staked in the field.  


general requirements


A.  Site Preparation


All undesirable materials, such as shrubs, trees, stumps, and large stones shall be removed from the field.


B.  Grading and Shaping


Mounds or depressions that will cause ponding shall be removed by grading or smoothing prior to reorienting rows.


Dead furrows and collection ditches shall be constructed on a continuous grade with no obstructions and low points that would interfere with removal of surface water.


C.  Appurtenances 


Appurtenances shall include, but  not be limited to grade stabilization, water control and underground outlet facilities.  Backfill adjacent to appurtenances is critical.  Placement of soil material shall be by hand and compaction with manually directed power tampers, to the same density of the adjacent undistributed earth.


All appurtenances shall conform to spec�ifications listed on the "Construction  Requirements Worksheet" and to sizes and dimensions as shown on the drawings.  


Prior to purchase of any pipe, the landowner, operator or contractor should check with NRCS for determination of acceptance of the pipe.  Pipe outlets shall be installed according to Construction Specification, 620, Underground Outlets


D.  Basis of Acceptance


Acceptability of the row arrangement system shall be determined by inspections to insure compliance with all provisions of this speci�fication with respect to de�sign of the system, appurten�ances, and minimum installation re�quirements.  


E.  Vegetative Cover


Unless otherwise specified, a protective cover of vegetation shall be established on disturbed non cropland areas.  The planting of vegetative materials shall conform to the requirements of Practice Specification 342, Critical Area Planting.  


F.  Special Measures


Measures and construction methods shall be incorporated as needed and practical that enhance fish and wildlife values.  Special at�tention shall be given to pro�tecting visual resources and mainta�ining key shade, food and den trees.  


G.  Construction Operations


Construction operations shall be performed in such a manner that ero�sion and air and water pollution are minimized and held within legal limits.  The owner, opera�tor, Contractor or other persons will conduct all work and operations in accordance with proper safety codes for the type of construc�tion being performed with due re�gards to the safety of all persons and property.  


The completed job shall be workmanlike and present a good appearance.

Installation shall be in accordance with the following drawings, specifications and special requirements.  NO CHANGES ARE TO BE MADE IN THE DRAWINGS OR SPECIFICATIONS WITHOUT PRIOR APPROVAL OF NRCS.

Operation and Maintenance


This conservation practice is an asset to your farm or ranch.  This practice will need periodic operation and maintenance to maintain satisfactory performance.  The life of this practice or system is at least 10 years.  The life of this practice can be assured or extended by thorough and timely operation and maintenance.  Here are some recommendations to help you develop a good operation and maintenance program.


GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS


� FORMCHECKBOX �� Maintain the roadway surface in a good condition, which includes periodic grading or repair of the surface.





� FORMCHECKBOX �� Prevent surface ponding by grading to remove depressions.





� FORMCHECKBOX �� Limit livestock usage to periods that permit use without damage.





� FORMCHECKBOX �� If fences are installed, they shall be maintained to provide warning and/or prevent unauthorized human or livestock entry.





� FORMCHECKBOX �� Remove debris to prevent blockage of stream crossings, culverts or bridges.





� FORMCHECKBOX �� Control all rodents or burrowing animals. Immediately repair any damage caused by their activity.





� FORMCHECKBOX �� Immediately repair any damage from vandalism, vehicles, or livestock.
