STATEMENT OF WORK
Integrated Pest Management (595)
Arizona 

These deliverables apply to this individual practice. For other planned practice deliverables refer to those specific Statements of Work. Planners shall follow and document all the requirements as outlined in the practice standard. The planner shall also follow the specification requirements for the practice. Documentation and certification requirements for the practice are outlined in the AZNRCS General Manual-Title 450, Part 407, Subpart A, B, C Documentation, Certification, and Spot Checking for Ecological Science Practices. 
DESIGN
Deliverables:
1. The conservation practice narrative in the Conservation Plan must include:
a. Purpose(s) for applying this practice
b. List the resource concerns, as identified in the Pesticide mitigation jobsheet that need additional mitigation.
c. List the IPM techniques needed to provide adequate mitigation of identified resource concerns.
d. Practice Lifespan 
2. Location of sensitive areas (water bodies, species of concern, homes, etc.) documented in plan.
3. Control of land and water rights documentation must be obtained from the client.
4. Supporting information needed for practice design, for all practice purposes, must be in the case file  At a minimum this includes:
a. Cropland Operation and Management Workbook documenting benchmark conditions
5. Supporting information needed for practice design to address specific purposes must be in the case file include:
a. Prevent or mitigate off-site pesticide risks to water quality from leaching, solution runoff, and adsorbed runoff losses.
i. Win-PST program and the Pesticide mitigation jobsheet are completed and document hazards and, as applicable, mitigation techniques.
b. Prevent or mitigate off-site pesticide risks to soil, water, air, plants, animals, and humans from drift and volatilization losses.
i. Win-PST program and the Pesticide mitigation jobsheet documents a minimum level of mitigation required for drift is an index score of 20.  
ii. For Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) purpose the Pesticide Mitigation jobsheet will include at least one IPM technique from the Pesticide Volatilization section of Agronomy Technical Note 5. 
c. Prevent or mitigate on-site pesticide risks to pollinators and other beneficial species through direct contact
i. Include in the Pesticide Mitigation jobsheet a minimum of two IPM mitigation techniques for the Direct Contact section of Agronomy Technical Note 5 
d. Prevent or mitigate cultural, mechanical, and biological pest suppression risks to soil, water, air, plants, animals, and humans.
i. For these identified resource concerns that do not meet Arizona Quality Criteria i.e. soil erosion due to wind and water, identify and document mitigation techniques and/or conservation practices that will achieve Quality Criteria.
6. The jobsheet must demonstrate that criteria in NRCS practice standard will be met and will be compatible with other existing and planned practices.
7. The specifications must comply with all federal, state, tribal, and local laws, regulations, and NRCS policies.
8. The jobsheet must be signed by the client stating that they understand their requirements for applying the practices.
9. The jobsheet must be signed by an NRCS representative with appropriate approval authority certifying that the design meets practice standard criteria and comply with applicable laws and regulations.
INSTALLATION
Deliverables
1. Initial conference with client to explain the Integrated Pest Management Practice design and record keeping requirements.
2. Application guidance to implement the Integrated Pest Management Practice, as needed.
3. Design modifications as required.
4. Layout and communication of setback requirements for wetlands, water bodies, streams and other pest control-sensitive areas.
CHECK OUT
Deliverables
1. Practice certification must be completed by person with approval authority. 
2. The practice application is to be checked against the specifications to insure a satisfactory job. Check notes or observations become part of the supporting data along with previous planning documenting records. 
3. Minimum check out documentations include
a. The date the check out field visit was done.  
b. Actual materials/control method/mitigation techniques used
c. Application rate, method and timing
d. Signed check notes, with a statement that the practice does or does not meet NRCS standards and specifications. 
4. Practice certification and progress reporting in ProTracts or Customer Service Toolkit.
