Arizona Planning Guide for Natural Resource Concerns

Air Quality – Adverse Air Temperature
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Resource Concern Definition – Air temperatures (too cold or too hot) reduce animal or plant productivity, impact human comfort and increase energy consumption.
Resource Condition Quality Criteria - Land use and management do not negatively affect air temperature for humans, plants, and animals. Where possible, land use and management provides optimum air temperature for humans, plants, and animals.

Method for evaluating resource condition 
· Client interview
· Chill factor indices; heat indices

· Air temperature assessment
