Air Quality - Chemical Drift
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Resource Concern Definition – Materials applied for pest control drift downwind and contaminate/injure non-targeted fields, crops, soils, water, animals and humans.
Quality Criteria  -  Land use and management do not contribute to, or increase, the risk for chemical drift that is harmful to humans or non-target plants, animals or water bodies. Chemicals are applied according to label instructions and in compliance with applicable Federal, State, or local laws and regulations. State air quality standards are met.
