Air Quality
Excessive Greenhouse Gas – CO2 (Carbon Dioxide)
Resource Concern Definition – Increased CO2 concentrations are adversely affecting ecosystem processes.
Quality Criteria - Land use and management does not contribute to, or increase the risk for harmful levels of CO2 in the air. CO2generated from normal activities are of a density, duration, and direction of movement that precludes being a hazard to humans, plants and animals. State air quality standards are met.
Method for evaluating resource condition 
· Visual assessment

· Client interview
· ADEQ reports

· Model simulations (Century, EPIC, CQUESTER); sampling for soil carbon or International Panel on Climate Change methodology
